Frontier Skirmishes

Fact:

· Wars in Europe. Generally France & Britain – 1689-1763

· Colonists side with Britain

· French & Indian War. 1754 – 1763

· Known as 7 years war in Europe

· George Washington sparks war by attacking French in Ohio Valley

· French counter-attack at Fort Necessity and defeat Washington

· French now have control of Ohio River Valley

Summary:


The French and the British colonists both seek control of the Ohio River Valley in the Western Frontier of North America.  George Washington triggers the French and Indian War when he attacks the French near Fort Duquesne in the Ohio River Valley.

The Albany Plan of Union
Fact:

· 7 colonies meet in Albany, NY to seek alliances with the Indians and to plan for a common defense
· Iroquois remain neutral & Britain and colonial assemblies reject plan fearing too much power to the council

· Plan would have levied taxes, raised armies, built forts, found settlements, wage war & make peace.

· Plan may have prevented many problems

Summary:


Seeking to form alliances and provide for the common defense, delegates from 7 colonies meet in Albany, New York.  The plan of this council is rejected by Britain and the colonial assemblies who feared that it gave the council too much power.
