You are the owner of a Travel Agency that markets and leads guided tours of the path the Lewis & Clark took through the Louisiana Territory to the west coast. You are interested in created a marketing brochure that will spark people’s interest so that they want to spend the money and the time traveling this route.  Lewis and Clarke made many remarkable discoveries on their trek west, and you want people who are interested in capturing the feeling of adventure and exploration as Lewis and Clarke did.
To create your travel brochure, you will visit the web site above and using the information you find there, include in your brochure items of interest in the categories of geography, animal life, and Indians. The cover should be enticing.  In the inside cover, there should be a paragraph or two explaining the Lewis and Clarke journey of discovery.  (who commissioned them, why, when, how many went, how long it took, where they ended up). Your brochure will be 6 sided, in color, with visuals and information about what you are including.
Read the first page of the web site, and then click on “Begin the Journey”.  You will collect information from the journey that you will use on the brochure.  Remember, you are looking for people who are experienced in frontier skills, and looking for adventure.  This is the market your brochure is speaking to. You should also include information on challenges/obstacles they will face. 

Students will work in pairs to create the brochure. Use today to gather the information, and design the brochure. You will start the brochure in class tomorrow, and finish it for homework.  Include your names, date, and period number.  Be creative.
